RULES & EXPECTATIONS

e Clean up your area at the end of class. If the teacher is not satisfied with the
cleanliness of the room, you will not get to leave. The bell does not dismiss you, I
do.

e If you miss a lecture or project instructions day, the lecture notes or project
instructions will be in the green binder in front of class. See me if you have
questions or need clarification.

e The day an art project is due, it is at the end of the class period.

e If you make every attempt to complete your project on time but you just can’t, talk
to the teacher about an extension. This is need-based, and will not be acceptable if
class time is lost by talking or playing.

e The teacher’s desk is 100% off-limits.

e The teacher has the right to assign and modify seating arrangements to ensure the
classroom is as safe and productive as possible.

¢ Standing at the door at the end of the period will not be tolerated.

e Never give yourself an excuse to do less than your best. Always try your best; the
only person I’'m grading against you, is you.
