	1. Warm up – vocabulario
2. Week3 Day1 – Una Carta de Guatemala
3. Repasar las formas del Presente
	1. Warm up – review of vocabulary 
2. Week3 Day1 activity: give students page 2 
Una carta de Guatemala (p. 2)
· Reading: Choose a Reading Strategy from your repertoire. 
· Students should read the letter for understanding and annotate as they go.
· Feel free to add additional practice sentences to the end (#4).
· Notice that Question #5 has the students switch from 1st person singular to 3rd person singular.  Check on their ability to do this successfully.
3. Use Powerpoint to review how we use the present tense and how the verb endings change according to who is doing the action.

	1. Warm up – review of present tense
2. Week3 Day2 – give students page 2
Una madre preocupada (p. 2)
· Primero… Students complete this part alone.  When they’re done, they can check their answers with a partner.
· Segundo… Allow them to write down their ideas and then check in as a whole class to make sure that everyone is remembering the verb-ending rules correctly.
· Tercero…
· Students complete this section in groups of 4 so that they can have real (true) information to work with.
· They should try to stay in the TL.
3. Give students review sheet to begin reviewing for 1st summative.

	1. Warm up – review for test
2. Continue working on review sheet
3. Review game - ATAQUE
	1. Warm up – do a review of vocab & present tense
2. Review sheet – give student additional time today to complete the review sheet and go over some answers from each section out loud.
3. ATAQUE GAME – if time allows, put students in groups of 3 and give them a game board, a dice, and a stack of verb cards. Explain that in order to stay where they landed, they must conjugate the verb correctly in present tense…otherwise, go back to where you were before rolling the dice.
