	1. Warm up – vocabulario
2. Intro: pptx:
-Que hacer en la ciudad
       -Los Lugares
3. Week4 Day1 – 
4. Repasar las formas del verbo IR
	1. Warm up – review of vocabulary 
2. Use the powerpoints in google drive to introduce vocabulary for “que hacer en la ciudad” & “los lugares”. Students write it in their vocab list as you go over it.
3. Vocabulary Introduction:
· Explore the city in your classroom providing comprehensible input.  Make your way around to each of the places, describing them in Spanish.  Be sure to include as many new vocabulary verbs as you can and repeat them from place to place.
· Word Web: slide 2 (I made another one of slide 2 and placed it on slide 4 for students to fill out with what they could do there)
· On their own paper or on a given legal size paper, students organize the new vocabulary into a Word Web.  The title (center bubble) of the word web should be: “En la ciudad.”  The first ring of bubbles that come off the center bubble should be places.  The second ring of bubbles (that come off of each of the places) should be additional words that apply to each of the places, especially the new verbs.  Students will be pulling these words from your language output as you go through the pictures on the PowerPoint, so be sure to model valuable vocabulary.
· Snapchat: slide 3… Students will draw two Snaps visiting any of the places that they learned about today.  In both Snaps, they should include a caption about where they’re going and what they’re going to do there.  (Only spend about 3 - 4 minutes drawing – set a timer.  Students should use the rest of the time to write.)   Students can add a #hashtag or a filter to make it more fun.

2. Watch the video on Guatemalan markets @ https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=jEbQIiusjXM
· Primero… Class Discussion (in Spanish) while students fill out the Venn Diagram.
· Use the questions to guide you.
· Discuss personal experiences with farmer’s markets here in the US or abroad (Trader’s Village, Viet Hoa International Foods, etc).
· Jigsaw: Before you begin:
· Split students into groups of 4.
· This will be their home group.
· Give each group member one of the ½-sheets below that describes el mercado in Guatemala.
· Segundo… Rearrange into Expert Groups
· Rearrange the room so that students are sitting together by letter.  (All A’s, all B’s, etc.)  
· Big classes could be cut down further to have two groups of each A, B, C, D.
· In their letter group, students read through their ½ sheet together.  As they read they’ll decide on what 3 facts they want to bring back to their GRUPO ORIGINAL.  They’ll also draw a picture of each of the facts, to show that they understand it.  Finally, they’ll decide on a title for that reading.
· Teacher Tip: Don’t explain each reading.  Let students know that they are accountable for their understanding and teaching.
· Tercero… Return to Home Groups
· Once all students are done in their A/B/C/D group, they should return to their home group.
· In this group they will share what they learned so that everyone has the chart filled in accurately.
· Cuarto… Writing:  Students respond to the prompt with as much detail as possible based on what they learned in their reading and from their group members.
               *** Grading look-for’s: evidence of comprehension of the 4 texts, correct usage of IR A, logical/lengthy reasons WHY.
